Phone Dial by PC can dial/operate a phone that is using the serial interface RS-232
connected to the PC com port.

Dial a number in clipboard: Any phone number stated in any application (Word, Excel,
Email, Browser etc.) can be highlighted with the mouse and then copied to the clipboard
using the keyboard shortcut CTRL-C. Then, the number can automatically be dialed by using
the individually defined hotkey (Standard CTRL+1).

Serial port with phone/modem: The phone or modem with serial interface RS-232 is
connected to the PC com port (COM1 to COMBS). If a modem is connected for dialing then
MODEM must be chosen.

Hotkeys: The telephony functions can either be triggered by the program menu or primarily
and directly by the defined hotkeys. The standard settings CTRL+1 until CTRL+6 can be
adjusted according to personal preference. Simply place the cursor in the appropriate field
and press the desired keyboard shortcut. Please pay attention that hereby already existing
keyboard shortcuts of other applications might be interfered/deactivated.
