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Exporting a ScreenBox application

With ScreenBox’s export feature, you can create programs anywahere, and import ready made programs to broadcasting system. 

The system exports all the resources that the program uses, including images, animations etc. Everything is packaed in to signle sbz-file. This sbz-file can be imported to other program builder using the import-feature.

To export a program, first open the Builder, and select “export” from the menu:
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Picture 1: Choose export from the menu bar.

After this you are being asked to write the filename (program’s name).
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Picture 2: Export dialog.

Write the name for the file, int the following sample: new_chat_application.sbz. And press “save”-button.
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Picture 3: Write the filename

After you have selected the filename and pressed “save”, the system shows list of all reources (images and animations) used in this program. You can include everything to the export-file (Default value), or you can leave something away (for example big animations, if you want to copy those manually). Press “OK” to continue.
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Picture 4: Select the files you want to include in the export file, default is all..

Now you have the program packed inside single sbz-file (In our sample it was: new_chat_application.sbz). Just copy it to some other computer running ScreenBox, and import it to the system.
